Dear Editor,
Congratulations to Jodie Olson for her excellent letter correcting the misinformation in the Plastic 
Free Coromandel Town item in the September issue.

Jodie explained the true situation with modern landfi lls very clearly with words that most 
thinking people can easily understand.

Coromandel Town waste ends up in the modern and excellently managed landfi ll site at Tirohia. 
The methane generated at this landfi ll is collected by a system of wells and pipework and fed into a 
gas engine that generates 3MW of electricity 24 hours per day seven days per week. Instrumentation 
ensures that the methane extraction rate does not affect the biodegradation at work in the landfi ll.

As the landfi ll expands, further gas engines will be installed to generate more electricity for the 
national grid.

New Zealand engineers and scientists involved in design, installation and monitoring operation 
of New Zealand landfi lls are a highly skilled and qualifi ed group of individuals dedicated to our 
environment.

The major increase in plastic packaging (which is a bigger problem than the plastic bags now 
banned as free at supermarkets but sold on the shelves as rubbish bags) is the result of food and 
health standards now forcing suppliers to package food.

Education and encouraging people to dispose of all unwanted plastic in an environmentally safe 
manner is a top priority. Activity in this area rather than selecting one minor item of the problem as 
the target, would be far more benefi cial to the environment.

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Remembering the 
end of World War 1 
at the museum

This November we will 
be remembering the end 
of World War 1 on 11 
November 1918. In this 
regard, Denise has set up a 
great display of war artefacts 
to honour those brave souls 
from Coromandel who went 
away to fi ght. Like many 
small towns in New Zealand, 
Coromandel responded 
with the cream of the young 
men enlisting in the armed 
services. Many did not return, and deserve to be honoured for their sacrifi ce, but 
those who did return also deserve honour, as many struggled to settle to civilian 
life after the brutality and suffering they experienced during the war.

We acknowledge the assistance of the Coromandel branch of the RSA in 
compiling our display.

The “New Zealand Herald” during November 1918 listed the names and sad 
stories of many who fell during the last days of the war.

From the “New Zealand Herald” of 7 November 1918: 
“On Active Service
For King and Country
BARRETT, On 23 October, killed in action in France.
Frederick Barrett of the 32nd Machine-Gun Specialists.
The dearly beloved husband of Amy Nova Barrett (nee Brewer).
And seventh son of the late Mr and Mrs Barrett, Coromandel, aged 29 years
RIP. Deeply regretted.
Loved by all who knew him.”
The “New Zealand Herald” of 12 November 1918:
“Roll of Honour
CADMAN – On 18 October 1918, died of fever in France.
Andrew, oldest son of Geo. and E. Cadman, of Manaia, and grandson of Mrs A. B. 
Kelly, of Coromandel; aged 24 years. Deeply mourned.
‘Fear not them which kill the body, they are not able to kill the soul’ – Matt. X:28”
The “New Zealand Herald” 18 November 1918:
“Roll of Honour
McGUINESS – killed in action on 24 October 1918, somewhere in France
Private Bernard McGuiness (Thirty-fi fth Reinforcements).
Youngest son of Nora and the late Matthew McGuiness, Coromandel.
Aged 31 years. RIP.”

It is with sadness and disappointment that I see changes 
have been made to James Reserve. What used to be a 
lovely little space, created by and for the community has 
become a bare open area that has lost its character. The 
lovely gardens that we all enjoyed have been removed to 
be replaced by a footpath. The archway gardens are also 
to be modernised. I understand that improvements need 
to be made and progress is inevitable but change for the 
sake of change is unnecessary and wastes money. 

What possible advantage is there to moving the 
pedestrian crossing further south, away from the very 
handy path it now runs from the doctor to the chemist and 
where it is centrally located in the middle of town? Will 
this also result in the loss of even more gardens? 

However I have a bigger concern than just what has 
been done so far.

There are other changes for our main street in the 
pipeline. I attended almost all of the recent Streetscape 
Planning meetings but it seems to me that many of the 
things people said they didn’t want have still been incor-
porated into the proposed plan.

Ann’s Good News, Naturally
Optimising cellular health to prevent 
pain and infl ammation
Infl ammation is your immune system’s 
response to any problematic substance 
that has entered your body, and into your 
cells.

Petrol Prices Keep Going Up
Labour weekend marks the traditional start 
to the summer seasonal infl ux of visitors to 
Coromandel Town and the Peninsula.

Visitors spend time and money here 
enjoying all our beautiful region has to offer 
and local businesses rely on their spending over the summer months to 
offset lower sales during winter.

But what if they don’t come? What if they come in smaller 
numbers than usual or if they stay for a shorter time or spend less 
money while they are here?

Well, we know the answer to that. Our local businesses suffer and 
so does our local economy. There’s been a huge increase in the cost of 
living for most Kiwi families over the last 12 months. 

The last time petrol prices got really high was during the global 
fi nancial crisis back in 2008/9. But even back then the price of petrol 
didn’t get as high as it is now or as high as it’s likely still to go.

This time it’s a combination of increased government taxes, inter-
national oil prices and our signifi cantly weaker New Zealand dollar 
that are pushing petrol prices to record highs.

Business people have been telling me that back then they did see a 
negative impact on summertime sales. 

The vast majority of people will still come and visit but for some 
the added cost of living and the super high petrol prices will be the 
factors that mean this year they don’t choose to visit us here on the 
Coromandel.

Any reduction in people deciding to come here will have a negative 
impact. If say 5% or 10% of people who would usually holiday here 
choose a cheaper option this year and decide not to visit, then there 
will be an obvious and real impact not just for businesses but for our 
entire community.

The reality is that for some families, the cost of petrol will put them 
off visiting us this year and even if that’s only a few thousand people, 
there will be a noticeable impact for many businesses here.

When the cost of living goes up people make choices about how 
they spend their money and on what. One of the fi rst things to go is 
discretionary spending on things like holidays and unnecessary use of 
the car when petrol prices go sky high.

For most of us living on the Coromandel, road travel over long 
distances is just a reality of day to day life. We simply don’t have the 
ability not to use our cars or not to put petrol in the tank when we need 
to.

Petrol taxes have gone up 4c in New Zealand and 14c in Auckland. 
There are two more excise taxes planned over the next two years, 
Councils right around New Zealand are already asking for Auckland’s 
regional fuel tax to be made available nationwide and crude oil prices 
are expected to continue to rise.

While the government can’t control global prices for fuel, it can 
control its taxes.

And it’s already collecting huge amounts of tax on petrol. Every 
time you put $1 of fuel into your vehicle, 53 cents of that is going 
straight from your wallet into the government’s back pocket.

A $5.5 billion operating surplus shows the government should not 
be imposing more taxes on New Zealanders already facing higher 
living costs.

Meeting Rehua

Last week Jack and I were lucky enough to 
meet an iconic Coromandel resident, Rehua 
the kiwi.

We headed up to Port Charles very early 
one morning in the school holidays to meet 
two Moehau Environment Group (MEG) 
people, Nat and Tommy. We were going to 
watch them do some essential work: checking 
an egg that Rehua was sitting on and ensuring 
his transmitter was still fi rmly attached.

Tommy had his kiwi-trained dog with him 
that we used to fi nd the kiwi burrow and we 
quietly followed them both along a ridge and 
then down a steep incline into the bush. 

Using hand signals Tommy got us to sit 
absolutely still while he very gently felt into 
the burrow to see if the egg was a viable one 
(kiwi eggs in the wild have such a low rate 
of successful hatching that the eggs are now 
taken down to Rotorua to be hatched and the 
youngsters are brought back when they are 
big enough to fi ght off predators). Unfortu-
nately, the egg wasn’t viable – because it was 
a rock! Apparently this is relatively common; 
the urge to sit is strong, but we all felt sorry 
for Rehua who had so patiently been sitting 
for 60 days on a rock!

Whilst Tommy checked Rehua’s 
transmitter, we were allowed to help by 
holding him. Kiwi’s claws are the most 

dangerous bit of them, and we had a good 
look at his “dinosaur” feet as we held him 
fi rmly by his ankles in one hand and supported 
his back with the other. He was very sleepy 
and kept nodding off in our arms. His feathers 
were beautiful and he had whiskers around his 
long and sensitive beak.

When it was time to say goodbye, we 
watched him scurry off into the bush to fi nd 
another burrow (apparently a single kiwi can 
have many burrows ranged over its territory), 
and we hope he has better luck with his next 
mate.

Having this once-in-a-lifetime experience 
felt a bit like meeting something mythologi-
cal – a mermaid or a dragon. But we are lucky 
enough to live in a time when wild kiwi still 
live on this Peninsula and now they have two 
more supporters who are keen to ensure that it 
stays that way.

There were some “long time 
in the making” pieces that 
fi nally made it to the Show 
and Tell table at our October 
Guild Meeting as well as a few 
much anticipated completed 
items from the recent Creative 
Workshop. Those teabags 
mentioned months ago fi nally 
made their debut in the form 
of an exquisite money bag.

“Time Warp” that this year’s date 
seems to have come around quicker 
than the last? The Guild Exhibition is 
a wonderful opportunity to glimpse 
the wide variety of work that the term 
embroidery encompasses and the sales 
table is packed with completed petite 
projects ideal for Xmas gifts.

One of the pleasures of attending 
Guild meetings is hearing of projects 
that would otherwise pass under the 
radar. One such national project is 
“Suffrage in Stitches”. Vinnies Re Sew, 
a Wellington based community sewing 
initiative run by St Vincent de Paul, are 
creating a large textile piece, celebrating 
the lives of women who signed the 
suffrage petition in 1893 and women 

in the subsequent 125 years. They 
are calling for 546 NZ individuals or 
groups to make a panel each of 55.5cm 
x 21.5cm. The fi nal work will be 274m 
long, have 546 panels with 25,521 hand 
stitches – the same length, number of 
pages and votes as the original petition. 
What an inspiring project. Time to get 
to work researching the family tree to 
see if there are any personal connections 
to those forward thinking signatories.

Our next Guild Meeting on 
Wednesday 7 November will be 
our last for 2018 and will incorporate 
our AGM, Exhibition opening and 
awarding of prizes as well as our Xmas 
Luncheon. We will then take a holiday 
until Wednesday 6 February 2019.

The Mediterranean 
fanworm Sabella spallanzanii is now widespread in the Hauraki 
Gulf. It was fi rst found in Timaru (likely from Australia) in 2008, 
then in Auckland Harbour in 2010. In the eight years since it has 
become widespread and locally abundant in parts of the Gulf. 
Check out any marina or dockside in Auckland where it can be 
seen in abundance.

It consists of a large circular feeding fan which is retractable 
into its tube/stalk that can be over 40cm long. They like relatively 
sheltered and shallow but subtidal environments, eg, mussel 
farms, but any substrates are attractive to them and they can reach 
very high numbers, thus they can be a major fouling problem on 
shores, structures and boat hulls. Fanworm is a notifi able organism 
under the NZ Biosecurity Act. New fi ndings must be reported and 
it must not knowingly be transported. Soon after 2010, when it got 
to Auckland, Biosecurity NZ advised that elimination of the pest 
from NZ would not be attempted and the approach would be for 
localised containment. 

The Coromandel Marine Farmers’ Association (CoroMFA), 
with MPI and Waikato Regional Council, are funding a program 
to study this pest, with fi ve research aims:
• Comprehensive review of information on its biology especially 
in NZ conditions. This indicates this pest can breed year-round, 
which complicates management. 
• Determine the seasonality of breeding and settlement, which is 
important to managing infestation and its spread. Happily work to 
date indicates that there is seasonality in its breeding. 
• Study the free-fl oating larvae including larval period, which is 
important as per #2. Results to come. 
• Determine growth rates and which is important to ageing. 
Results to come. 
• Determine whether fanworms in the fi eld survive being broken 
up (they can in the lab, being worms) which is important to 
managing them. 

The study will wrap up later next year so more to come.

Plastic-Free Coromandel Town 
By Judy Rooney

How is your waste reduction going? Is your blue 
rubbish bag getting lighter each week?

We are really noticing the ever-decreasing plastic 
bags around town. It’s so great to see that our Coromandel Town 
people really care about the environment. 

We have been talking to some businesses in town about their 
commitment to reduce waste and eliminate single-use plastic. Here is 
a summary of the people we have spoken to so far.
Coromandel Takeaways and Fresh Fish
Since taking over this business, Briar has made many changes to 
reduce single-use plastic.

Fresh fi sh is wrapped in greaseproof paper and then newspaper or 
newsprint. All plastic containers are bio-degradable

Takeaways are wrapped in paper, placed in a box or paper bags. 
She has eliminated all polystyrene containers.

All straws have been removed so they are no longer offered with 
bottled drinks. 
Coromandel Liquor
Gary is very keen to become plastic bag-free and is researching alter-
natives.

Currently he is: Putting wine bottles in paper bags; does not offer 
plastic bags (he will only provide one if customer requests); offers 
boxes as alternatives.
Evolution Tattoo
Tiffany is always looking for alternatives to single-use plastic. 

Because the nature of the business requires a high level of sterility, 
this can often be a challenge.

She uses compostable plastic bags to line rubbish bins; and uses 
plant-based paper cups (non-plastic-lined) to hold the water to wet 
tattooing tools. After-care product is NZ made, vegan and comes in a 
tin. Has asked couriers to wrap their products in paper rather than in a 
plastic courier bag.
Umu
Josie has owned Umu for 18 years. During that time, she has never 
bought a plastic bag. Being plastic-free and reducing waste has always 
been part of Josie’s philosophy at Umu.

All takeaway containers are paper or cardboard. Styrofoam has 
never been used; all drinks in the fridge are in glass bottles; they 
provides paper straws; there are no plastic liners in the coffee grounds 

dump; use plant-based take-away coffee cups (no plastic liner); use 
bamboo-based takeaway cutlery; sell glass takeaway cups; reuse 
containers in the kitchen; all rubbish is sorted and recycled (cardboard, 
tin, glass); encourage people to bring back containers, e.g. for salads; 
provide take-outs on crockery plates for locals.
Source
Source has always aimed to be plastic-free.

There are no plastic bags, all bags are paper; use raffi a to tie gift-
wrapped packages; use cellophane to enclose cards.
Four Square
Damian Langley has removed produce bags and replaced with paper 
bags; ask people if they would like a box, instead of offering a plastic 
bag; all wrapped produce is now in cardboard trays; meat trays are 
recyclable.

Reusable jute bags are sold at close to cost price. Other bags are 
only 99 cents. Also sell reusable wine bags. 

Provided space in the shop to have fabric bags from Plastic-Free 
Coromandel Town that people can take and give a koha/donation.

The Home Grown Market are aiming to be plastic-free. Now, no 
stall holders are giving out plastic bags, so remember to bring your 
reusable bag. We are helping the stall holders by providing paper bags 
at a very low cost.

These are not the only businesses that are committed to becoming 
plastic-free. We know that there are many others. We will get to speak 
with everyone.

Obituary – Victor Joseph Pierre Benard 
(Dominique) 
15 November 1938 – 27 September 2018

Dominique was born Victor Joseph 
Pierre Benard on 15 November 1938 in 
Taillis, Ille-et-Vilaine, Brittany. This was 
under German occupation in France and 
troops were stationed not far from their 
home. The family survived the war by 
Dominique growing vegetables and his 
father raising rabbits.

Dominique attended the village school and was a good student. 
A wealthy women living in the region often contributed a gift of 
money to his family to help Dominique gain a better education 
and he was able to get secondary education at College Ste Marie 
in Flers-de-Lorne. When he graduated he taught there and at 
the same time studied by correspondence with the Universite 
Catholique d’Angers. While he was studying he was ineligible for 
conscription and when he completed his studies he volunteered for 
the military and was stationed in Algeria in 1961.

In 1966 he completed his degree at the University of Rennes 
and went on to teach in Papeete, Tahiti where he taught until 
1995. He met his wife Nancy nee Reid through a student exchange 
programme and they married in 1980 and lived in Tahiti until 
Dominique’s retirement when they retired to Te Kouma in 1995.  
Dominique loved living on the Coromandel – it was his happy 
place and he loved nothing more than working in the garden.

Dominique was a Chevallier des Palmes Academique, a 
prestigious award for service to teaching and he was also holder 
of a Gold Medal for service to Youth in Sports. He has translated 
books, including one by a New Zealand author, and served an an 
interpreter. For those who knew him well he was never one to 
sit still for long, unless it was to write a letter or send an email. 
Teaching and mentoring was his calling.

Heart Beat – St John Ambulance 
Coromandel/Colville

What is your number?
Is your property clearly identifi able from the road?

The ambulance service on many occasions has diffi culty fi nding 
a residence or location due to poor or nil numbering identifi cation. 
This can delay a patient receiving the immediate assistance potentially 
necessary.

In a rural community letterboxes on roadsides need clear 
numbering for all of the emergency services. If shared accesses are in 
place each individual property should have their number again at their 
own entrance.

Perhaps if a bystander or member of the public is available you 
could have them stand on the roadside to indicate to the ambulance 
crew the correct location.

Mr “Google” is not always the best to do this job for us, you are!
A Big Day Out
Coromandel staff had a big day out on 14 October to Auckland as a 
training/orientation day.

We visited our “Clinical Communications Centre” which accepts 
111 calls, assesses priority of these callouts, dispatches ambulances to 
jobs as required, and arranges inter-hospital transfers. The centre has 
a staff of over 30 well-trained personnel at any one time on rotating 
shifts to maintain a 24/7 cover. 

After a break for lunch we were then taken on a guided tour of 
the Middlemore Hospital ED department which has a total of seven 
departments that incoming patients can be triaged to. What a massive 
place which on average has 300 patients passing through each day.

This was a wonderful learning day for the volunteers who usually 
only get to see Thames Hospital and the Hauraki Coromandel 
facilities.

Sugarloaf Wharf – Repairs are taking place 
near the wharf and a defi brillator has been 
installed at the warden shelter.

Samuel James Reserve – New paths are being 
constructed in the reserve and the memorial 
seat, tree and sun dial will be relocated. The 
information centre is still accessible through 
the reserve while the work takes place.

New look on the way for 
Coromandel Town’s main street
Coromandel Town’s main street 
is in for an upgrade due to start 
soon aft er Easter 2019.
Aft er speaking to local business 
operators and residents, the 
Coromandel-Colville Community 
Board approved designs for 
the upgrade.
The key focus is to reduce the 
excessive “cross fall” or slope on 
Kapanga Road, which has made 
access diffi  cult for cars and has 
potential for vehicle damage to 
shop verandas.
The upgrade will also improve 
traffi  c fl ow through the intersection of 
Tiki Rd, Kapanga Rd, and Wharf Rd. The 
pedestrian crossing at Kapanga Rd will be 
moved to a more appropriate location, which 
is still being investigated.

Work is scheduled to start on 29 April 2019, to 
allow for Easter and ANZAC Day.

Our council is also working on upcoming 
infrastructure upgrades to stormwater and 
the local water supply at the same time.

The timing and extent of any road closures 
will not be known until a contractor is 
appointed.

Pottery Lane extension
Separate to the Coromandel Town Centre 
Upgrade, Pottery Lane will be extended 
in order to reduce commercial traffi  c on 
Kapanga Road.

Handy household tips
Thanks to those who have found that 
using oats chases out the ants but brings 
in the mice – which then need a cat 
to catch them. So oats have a double 
benefi t – if you have a cat. So here are 
some thoughts on getting a cat to chase 
the mice if you don’t have one. Start 
young. Kittens who start their life indoors 
are usually quite content to stay there 
(where the mice are) rather than face 
the unknown outside. They need walks 
though – if you live in a safe neighbour-
hood, you can train them to walk on a 
leash. (Yes you can get a cat leash from 
a pet store or vet.) at home provide some 
safe space outdoors – in a screened porch 
or high fence yard. There are plenty of 
options for letting your cat get a taste 
of the outdoors – without being too far 
outdoors disturbing the neighbours. Clean 
litter boxes frequently. Cats are often 

“neat freaks” and you may need 
to scoop the litter box often. Toys 
– you should spend some time 
playing with your cat every day. 
They should also have access to 
cat toys they can play with when 
you are not around. No need to 

bring in a supply of mice. If there are any 
in the house they will fi nd them. Good 
luck. 
Garden and paths weedkiller
If you are using “Roundup” or similar 
to kill weeds there is a safer alternative. 
Next time you see white vinegar on sale, 
get a bottle. To use put a little dishwash 
liquid in your spray bottle then fi ll with 
the white vinegar. Spray your weeds in 
path and edges and you will be surprised 
how effective this is. The dishwash liquid 
helps to keep the vinegar on the leaves 
of the weeds so it can do its weedkilling 
job. The weeds in the sun die in a day 
or two, those in the shade take a day or 
two longer. This lasts for a few months 
before it needs redoing. Much better for 
everyone. Thanks Grant and some helpful 
fellow at a hardware store in Whitianga.

The fi rst of a series of social events for all Coromandel 
business owners, entrepreneurs and people looking to start 
new businesses in Coromandel was held at the Star and 
Garter in the second week of October.

Transport Problems
The loss of the daily bus service from Coromandel to Thames and 
from there on to Hamilton has increased the isolation of living in 
Coromandel for many people. There is not only no direct bus to 
Thames, but no bus to Hamilton either. CILT offers a volunteer driver 
service to hospital appointment at Thames and Waikato Hospital but 
apart from that there is no public transport available.

CILT will support the Coromandel Community Services Trust to 
investigate running a daily service to Thames, if there is the demand. 
The aim is to provide the Regional Council with enough evidence of 
need to provide a functioning transport service.

Above is a picture of Mana staff and trustees in the octagon at our 
spring gathering last month. At this gathering we reminded ourselves of the 
personal and communal values – values such as integrity, loving kindness, 
commitment, joy, gratitude and service – which underpin the day-to-day 
operations of Mana and allow for the blossoming and transformation of 
those who come to Mana to work, or as course participants or retreatants.

November starts with one of our home-grown relaxation retreats

Caulifl ower, Chia and Chickpea Bliss Balls:
Process together in a blender, 300gm caulifl ower fl orets, 400 gm chickpeas, 
1 green shallot, 1 clove garlic, rind of one lemon, 1/3 cup chopped 
coriander, 2 tsp ground coriander, 1 tsp cumin, 2 tbsp spelt fl our, 1 tsp 
baking powder, 2 tbsp white chia seeds, pepper and salt. Roll into balls 
and coat with ½ c of white chia seeds. Spray/brush with oil and bake in 
moderate oven 20-25 minutes. Serve with a dressing made of ½ c yoghurt, 
1 tbsp lemon juice and 1 tbsp tahini.

Weed of the Month – Climbing Asparagus
This month’s weed of the month is Climbing Asparagus. Climbing 
Asparagus is a slender scrambling perennial with tuberous roots and 
small elongated leaves. It has tough, long-lived tubers that re-sprout 
easily and smothers the forest fl oor from understorey to 4m, even in 
mature forest, preventing the establishment of native seedlings and 
killing mature trees. How do you get rid of it? 

1. Dig out tubers. Dispose of at a refuse transfer station, burn or 
bury. Other plant material can be left on site to rot down.

2. Spray lightly, avoiding runoff, total coverage not required. 
Release vine from native plants, then this lowered vegetation can be 
carefully sprayed. The remaining cut material will die without the 
need for treatment.

McGregor Bay Wetland

Creative minds 
Coromandel Area School and Colville school students have 
submitted entries into the bird hide design competition, with some 
students making models. We will be announcing the winner in the 
next Chronicle.

One of the criteria for the bird hide is to engage children and 
what better way than to have children putting forth their ideas? 
Also it is part of that journey with the McGregor Bay wetland; 
students participating in the baseline study learn how to monitor the 
surrounding environment and collect data (which is the keystone 
of all good science). The wetland project also calls for the arts, and 
creative design engages that side.

There were some common themes running through the children’s 
entries. Camoufl age featured, either painted on or as living 
vegetation on the hide itself. All had viewing windows of various 
shapes, with one suggesting a window into the water. (Don’t forget 
to look below!) There were suggestions of solar panels and couches 
suggesting small houses comfortable enough for spending time in 
the hide. Even a chimney and fridge featured. Living in the wetland 
seemed to appeal. Actually given the changing landscape due to 
tides and the amount of wildlife found in healthy coastal wetlands, it 
is easy to see the appeal. For once you understand their importance, 
their ability to provide for so much wildlife, why wouldn’t it be a 
desirable place to live? Surely a bayou full of life is more fun than a 
fi lled in paddock. However, there is enough coastal squeeze going on 
so some nice long visits without disturbing the local critters is what 
the hide can provide.

These entries will be on public view at Coromandel Accom-
modation (thanks Diane) and we are now opening design ideas to 
the greater public. We encourage people to take their cue from the 
children’s design ideas and incorporate them in some way. We hope 
you have some imaginative ideas that can envisage a small bird hide 
that engages children, refl ects the artistic heritage of Coromandel 
and has a low environmental impact while providing a viewing 
platform that is not intrusive towards the critters that live in our 
precious coastal wetlands.

As for creative endeavours, we can’t forget to mention the 
Preschool who made a wetland fl ag featuring a kotare. The spring 
winds unfortunately dealt a blow to their creation but that won’t stop 
the little mudlarks. There might be mark two in the wings.

Forest and Bird

Time To Give Our Harbours The Care They Deserve
Nobody on the Coromandel Peninsula lives very far from the sea, and if the ocean and seas are the 
lungs of the planet, then our harbours are their vital interface with the land. Few ecosystems are as 
rich or as vital to life as the wetlands, seagrasses, saltmarsh and mangroves that fringe Coromandel 
and Manaia Harbours. It is no surprise that aquaculture and recreational fi shing, which depend on the 
health of our coastal waters, are such important components of the local economy.

But  a glance around Coromandel Harbour shows that those vital harbour margins are all degraded, 
refl ecting a lack of awareness of the need to nurture the area that marks the transition from land to 
sea. Add to this the impacts of clear-felling forestry plantations on steep slopes resulting in sediment 
run-off into the harbour. It is clear that the time is long overdue for a comprehensive reassessment of 
the future management of Coromandel and Manaia Harbours, utilising the emerging tools of Marine 
Spatial Planning to provide a sustainable vision for the future.

The Waikato Regional Council is about to embark on the development of a Harbour Catchment 
Strategy for Coromandel and Manaia Harbours, and will be beginning its public consultation with a 
hui at Thames Racecourse on 6 November. Forest and Bird is a strong supporter of this process and 
will participate positively. We will be promoting an integrated approach to catchment management, 
involving all stakeholders, that considers the cumulative impacts of harbour use and developments. It 
would be benefi cial to wait until the results of the Catchment study are published before embarking on 
any major new developments in the Coromndel Harbour.
